Discuss Flowers on Main Street

Update on the paving of 75 Barker

Wakins provided an update.  The company is ready to go once the rain stops.  Again, the DDA authorized $2,500 and the bid was $2,350.

Update on Grant Program.

Watkins provided an overview.  Watkins sent out letters to the applicants that did not receive any grant dollars.  Morurkewich spoke with the recipients of the grants program.  Michigan Energy will continue with the reduce grant amount.  Porkey's may need to modify the plans with the reduced amount.  Next step is to have the site-plans (sealed drawings) for the plan review.  Also, the updated plans for Dee's and Mac's were briefly reviewed.

LaFave – provided a cost estimate for the parking lot improvements at 75 Barker Road:  sealing and resurface would be around $17,500, striping would be $1,000, wall-scape along Barker around $25,000, the two pavilions would be around $20,000 a piece, park-scape with flag poles by the entry would be around $20,000, and full landscaping package along Polly and southern line would be $20,000.  The entire plan would be just over $133,000. Mozurkewich commented there is some grant money for farmer's markets.  LaFave added grant money is available for historical buildings.  Watkins commented the area is a brown-field.
