
PURPOSE:
· Provide a set of guidelines for the film industry to make use of natural features, structures etc. in the township, promote and encourage them to use our community for filming.
· Provide contact information and point of contact for the film industry.

PROCEDURE:


I. Make available on our website a form that can be downloaded that outlines our policy.
II. Provide a link to our policy to the State of Michigan’s Film Office.
III. Provide a photo gallery on our website and at the Michigan Film Office website of natural features, buildings and structures in the township that could be of interest to a filming company.

Film Policy 

It will be our policy to ask outside firms, filming companies or production studios to make our Public Safety Director the first point of contact and the Township Supervisor as the secondary point of contact if they desire to use our community for their location.  There are no fees, applications, permits or special ordinances to comply with or submit.  We require proof of liability insurance for any company who does work in the township and require that dates and times that crews will be in the township be provided to our Public Safety Departments and whom we should contact in the event of an emergency.  Should either the Police or Fire Department incur any expenses as a result of the filming we require the company to reimburse them for their additional expenses. 
Responsibility:

Township Supervisor will work with members of the public to obtain photos and make them available to the Clerk to post on our website.  Supervisor will work with Michigan Film Office and Ann Arbor Film Office to make our information available to them and to provide links and guidance to our website.  Supervisor will provide the above policy in an electronic word document to the Clerk to post on our website.
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
